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About DOE Home Energy Rebates

Through the Inflation Reduction Act (IRA), the Department of Energy received $8.8 billion to
develop two home energy rebate programs: the Home Efficiency Rebate (HER) program and the
Home Electrification and Appliance Rebate (HEAR) program. Both rebate programs will be
administered by State Energy Offices (SEO) with the goal of increasing disadvantaged household's
energy efficiency, lowering utility bills, and reducing carbon emissions.

Funding has been allocated to each state to implement the rebate programs and federal guidance
requires SEOs to allocate 40% of state rebate funding to low-income households and an
additional 10% to low-income multifamily households. SEOs are required to submit an application
to DOEE to receive rebate funds and applications must include a Community Benefits Plan and
Education and Outreach Strategy. The deadline for states to apply is January 31, 2025.

The following rebates are available for single-family homes with household income below 80%
AMI and in multifamily buildings where at least 50% of households have incomes below 807%
AMI:
